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Abstract
Social capital is a concept developed in sociology. In general it refers to the ability an individual has or efforts such an individual shall invest in order to increase his or her productivity or status in a society. The concept of social capital has been around for many decades and different scholars have their respective theoretical definition of social capital. Recent studies on social capital have advanced into how to measure social capital in a target population. Here we develop a series of simulation models from first principle and examine the mechanisms that might affect the pattern and distribution of social capital in a population.
